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Summer Patch Alert

It is of utmost importance to be recording soil temperatures now to determine the timing of your first
summer patch fungicide applications on poa annua putting greens. This is absolutely critical if you have
had a historical occurrence of this devastating disease. We recommend that soil temperatures are taken
and recorded at the same time each day, usually around 11am. The timing of preventative fungicide
applications should be made when the fungus is colonizing the roots. The summer patch fungus,
Magnaporthe poa, starts infecting roots of annual bluegrass, when the soil temperatures are greater
than 16°C at a 5 cm depth for 4 consecutive days. All of the infection activity is occurring underground
so there are no visible symptoms on the foliage at that time. Visible symptoms are most likely to occur in
early summer after a heavy rainfall. Annual bluegrass plants infected with summer patch turn yellow in
small circular patches that increase in diameter from 5-30 cm. The spontaneous development of large
patches however is not uncommon, especially after a heavy rainfall in early summer.

The following fungicides are registered for control of Summer Patch:

Fungicide Rate per 100 m? Application interval
Banner MAXX 103 mL 30 days
Heritage MAXX 63 mL 28 days

Both products have performed extremely well in controlling summer patch and be used either back to
back (2 sequential applications of Banner MAXX or 2 sequential applications of Heritage MAXX) OR
alternately (an application of Heritage MAXX followed by an application of Banner MAXX). Applications
should be targeted at the crown area of the plants as this is the meristematic region where new roots
are emerging from. A third application of either product may be required if hot, humid weather occurs.
